1) Hall Office Hours - Collyard said he had discussed the office hours with the Clerk-Treasurer and they felt two Saturdays a month were not needed. This would help in reducing some of the extra hours she had been putting in.  Motion (Chermack/Porter) that beginning January 1, 2006 the office hours will be 8:00AM-4:00PM Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, Friday, and 8:00AM-12:00PM every third Saturday. Motion carried. The Clerk-Treasurer also said that on the 21st of October she wanted to take a day off for personal reasons, and on the 28th of October she was going to the WMCA (Municipal Clerk’s) fall conference.  On the 4th of November was a mandatory meeting all day in Spooner for election training.  She wanted to know if it was ok to close the office for those three days or should she have the deputy clerk come in and work.  The board felt it was ok to close the office and put a sign up ahead of time to notify the public.  
2) Hurricane Relief – Collyard said he had been approached about the town donating finds for hurricane relief.  Since it was not in the budget for 2005 it would not be able to be done this year.  Someone could bring a resolution up at a meeting of the electors and have the people vote on it.  The Budget hearing in November would be the first opportunity, and it would be possible to be effective then for 2006.  

3) Resolution for bill paying – Brustad mentioned that at the recent WTA conference it was addressed that municipalities that pay between Board meetings should have this type of resolution to allow the Clerk-Treasurer to do so.  She read a sample resolution to the Board members.  Motion (Webb/Meike) to approve this resolution as read. Clerk will post as required.  
4) Budgets – The Board continued to go over budget figures for the 2006 year.  The next Special Board Meeting for budget purposes will be held on Wednesday, October 26th at 4:30PM.  The Special Town Meeting and Budget Hearing date was set for Monday, November 7th at 6:30PM.  

Motion (Porter/Meinke) to adjourn the Special Board Meeting. Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:25PM.
